
Minutes of June 19, 2006 
(Special Meeting) 

 

  
The Special Meeting referenced above was held in the Ridgely House on the above date following two public 
hearings at 7:00 pm.  Linda Epperly-Glover, President; Nancy Gearhart, Commissioner; Chuck Hunter, 
Commissioner; Joe Mangini, Town Manager; Robin Eaton, Director or Public Works; David Crist, Supt. of 
Water/Wastewater; Carol Balderson, Town Clerk; and Jack Hall, Town Attorney, were present. 
The meeting was called to order by President Epperly-Glover with the Pledge of Allegiance and a moment of silence 
in memory of those who have given their lives for us. 
  
Opening Comments – Commissioners – Commissioner Hunter asked Toby Gearhart if the Planning Commission 
was in support of the ordinances to be discussed. 
Toby said as long as everything is written as agreed.  There are some typos which have been discussed with Joe 
Stevens.  Some things need to be clarified.  
Joe said this meeting is strictly for the Annexation Resolution and related ordinances, and the FY07 Budget 
ordinance.  This is the chance for the Commissioners to have their say.  If it can’t be resolved tonight it will have to 
be carried over to the Town Meeting on July 3.  
Joe said generally in a Special Meeting the President announces public hearings have been held.  Comments should 
have been brought before them.  
Jack Hall talked about some changes to the Annexation Agreement – Taxes added on page 5, paragraph 4.  No 
town water and sewer on the annexed property, no taxes until water and sewer is extended.  Some minor corrections 
and clarifications have been made.  No changes have been made to the things the town requested.  He also 
suggested assigning an ordinance number to the Annexation Agreement and passing it as an ordinance – Ordinance 
No. 295. 
President Epperly-Glover made a motion to adopt the Annexation Agreement – Ordinance No. 295, seconded by 
Commissioner Hunter.  Passed unanimously. 
Resolution R-4-06 – Annexation Resolution – President Epperly-Glover made a motion to accept this resolution, 
seconded by Commissioner Hunter.  Passed unanimously. 
Ordinance No. 289 – Development Rights & Responsibilities – President Epperly-Glover made a motion to adopt 
Ord. No. 289, seconded by Commissioner Hunter.  Passed unanimously. 
Ordinance No. 290 – Permits R-Cluster and TND Cluster Subdivisions in the R-3 District – President Epperly-
Glover made a motion to adopt Ord. No. 290, seconded by Commissioner Hunter. 
Commissioner Gearhart said there are places in these ordinances where the Planning Commission has to determine 
that particular things are consistent with the Comprehensive Plan.  Our Comprehensive Plan is not completed.  
They are still working 
on it.  She said she would like to see the word “cluster” deleted from this and (all of these ordinances).  Agreed. 
Motion passed unanimously. 
Ordinance No. 291 – Amending the subdivision regulations to impose controls which will govern traditional cluster 
subdivision by imposing additional required improvements and facilities as well as requiring design review and 
approval.  It was agreed to again take the word “cluster” out and substitute TND (Traditional Neighborhood 
Development). 
President Epperly-Glover made a motion to adopt Ord. No. 291 with that amendment, seconded by Commissioner 
Hunter. 
Commissioner Gearhart said in 7.3.1. “lawns” should come out.  It was taken out in another one.  She also said she 
personally disagrees with the 15% minimum open space.  
Commissioner Gearhart said in 7.3.6 “standard alleys, paved to a width of not less than fourteen feet”, suggested not 
less than fourteen feet for low usage, one-way alley traffic.  The alleys in Ridgely Park will be used for two-way alley 
traffic.  It should be sixteen feet for two-way traffic.  
Joe said it says “not less than”; the Planning Commission can make it more.  



Toby said this was an oversight by the Planning Commission. 
Motion passed unanimously. 
Ordinance No. 292 – Assigning zoning districts within a newly annexed area – R-3 
President Epperly-Glover made a motion to adopt Ord. No. 292, seconded by Commissioner Hunter.  Motion 
passed unanimously. 
Ordinance No. 293 – To adopt text amendments to the Town of Ridgely’s Zoning Ordinance – Commissioner 
Gearhart said cluster needs to again be replaced with TND and 2. on Page 2 needs to read “no less than 7500 sq. 
ft.”. 
Toby said the Planning Commission doesn’t change lot sizes, that should not be in there; that’s the 
Commissioners.  
Commissioner Gearhart referred to 3. on Page 2 which refers to landscaping “with a minimum of one canopy tree 
of 2 ½  inch caliper every 50 feet”.  In another ordinance it states “breast height”.  Need to be consistent. 
President Epperly-Glover made a motion to adopt Ord. No. 293 with amendments to take out “cluster” and with 
the changes on Page 2, paragraph 2; seconded by Nancy.  Passed unanimously. 
Ordinance No. 294 – Adopts the FY07 Budget & sets the tax rate – No discussion. 
President Epperly-Glover made a motion to adopt Ord. No. 294, seconded by Commissioner Hunter.  Passed 
unanimously. 
Commissioner Hunter asked when all these modifications would be done so these ordinances can be signed.  
Jack Hall said they will have to get them cleaned up. 
The next Town Meeting will be July 3 at 7:00 pm. 
President Epperly-Glover adjourned the meeting at 8:05 pm.
