DECEMBER 1, 2014 
TOWN MEETING 

 
The Commissioners of Ridgely met on the above date at 7:00 pm in the Ridgely House 
for the December 2014 Town Meeting.  The following were in attendance:  President

President Hurley opened the meeting with the Pledge of Allegiance. 
 
Commissioner Casey made a motion to approve the minutes of the November 3, 2014 
town meeting, 2nd Commissioner Buckle, approved.

CLERK-TREASURER

Total general funds reconciled $646,112.36, sewer funds reconciled $266,650.45, water 
funds reconciled $130.060.29. 
The tax differential request is due to the County by the 19th of December.  The 
Commissioners discussed how much to request for FY16.   They agreed that the request 
will be the same as last year which was 6 cents.

Director of Public Works David Crist presented his report to the Commissioners.  The 
Park Avenue repairs went well.  Public Works is preparing the equipment for snow 
removal for when it happens.  The repairs that State Highway is doing to the sidewalks 
is continuing.

Chief Gary Manos presented his report to the Commissioners.  Chief Manos thanked the 
Lions club for the donation to the K9 fund. 
 
FINANCIAL ASSISTANT 
Gerald Sutton presented the recommendations for the budget revision to the 
Commissioners and the request from the Historical Society for funding for the 
landscape engineer for the train station project.  A discussion followed.  Rick Schwab 
discussed the request from the Historical Society.  The historical society request will wait 
until further bids come in.  We will proceed with the recommended budget revisions.
