He is meeting with playground reps to get the improvements
finished at Martin Sutton Park. Planned improvements were discussed. He is
working on getting the pricing on the front end loader. Road paving looks great
and they should finish 7/12/16. There was a discussion regarding the
hydrant area of Medifast and the repairs that are needed. A meeting with
Medifast will be requested. There was a discussion regarding the new traffic
patterns that are planned for Lister Estates.
